During the second term, our RCLs focused on
social issues in our school by launching
awareness campaigns about bullying, gender-
based violence, and mental health. The head girl,
JuneBé du Preez, painted a portrait depicting each
issue. Learners could sign on the portraits’ frames
(under the big tree in the girls’ squad) in support of
these social issues. Whether you know someone
suffering from it or you have been through it or still
fighting it, it was just a sign of support.

Bullying is a situation where a person (the bully),
verbally or physically threatens or assaults another
person, causing that person to feel a real or
perceived power imbalance. In the past few years,
months, and even weeks, headlines reporting
young teenagers committing suicide because of
bullying, has become common. There is so much
pain associated with this "pandemic" affecting our
youth, families, friends and society resulting in a
loud cry for help and a solution. If bullying doesn't
lead to suicide, it leads to alcohol and drug abuse,
depression, family conflict and learning difficulties.

Gender-based violence (GBV) involves acts of
violence committed against women, men, boys or
girls as a result of social norms about roles and
behaviour expected of each gender. The roots of
gender-based violence can be traced back to the
lack of women empowerment, lack of social
support, socio-economic inequality and substance
abuse. GBV is a human rights violation! South
Africa has the highest statics of GBV in the world,
including rape and domestic violence. Women are
tired of being headlines on the front page. Women
are tired of having to look over their shoulders.



What's more worrying is sitting in a circle with your
friends not knowing one of you has been raped,
violated or emotionally abused. At the end of the day,
| won't be asking #AmINext, but thinking #IAmNext
instead. If you keep quiet, you are part of the
problem. Speak up! | will speak up until | lose my
voice!

While the topic of mental health awareness has
recently been introduced, the roots of mental
illnesses runs deep into history. Mental health
activists are fighting to increase awareness of
disorders like depression, anxiety, bipolar, etc. and
some say the best way to educate about mental
illnesses is to teach it in school.

What can cause mental disorders?

Childhood abuse, trauma or negligence. Social
isolation, experiencing discrimination and stigma or
long-term stress.

What are the 5 signs of mental illness?
1.Excessive paranoia, worry or anxiety

2.Social withdrawals

3.Long-lasting sadness

4.Extreme change in moods

5.Dramatic changes in eating or sleeping patterns

According to them, the biggest difference

between animation and anime is the art styles.

Most anime has a very similar style with big
eyes and angular shapes to create the
characters while animation is a lot more
rounded and cute in order to attract the
younger generation.

Another huge difference is the content. Anime
caters to young adults and is a lot more
complex. Some of them showcase realistic
problems in society today, the characters are
relatable and can become role models to
people who feel a connection to them,
whether they are fictional or not.

Animation is kid-friendly, but adults could enjoy
it as well for the happy endings and the hidden
metaphors that the young ones might miss when
they watch it. Usually, animations have only one
main theme or lesson that the storytellers want
to convey. Anime is more intricate, like a good
live-action movie, with sub-plots that enhance
the main plot and supporting characters that
also have their time in the spotlight.

An opinion of an anime-watcher is, “Anime is too
developed to be compared to animation. Anime
has a sense of passion and with all its unique
sub-genres it is better to watch anime than
animation."

Also, an animated series doesn’t always need to
be seen in a precise order, while with anime you
would need to watch it from the beginning to
understand what is happening. For example,
Spongebob Squarepants can be seen in a
random arrangement, while an anime like Attack
on Titan won’t make sense if you don’t know the
full story.
